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President’s Report

ANKC-AFA breakthrough, on the first day of November 2000.  Mr John Allan, ANKC delegate and ACT Canine Association President, signed a licensing agreement enabling the State and Territory Controlling bodies to sanction Flyball Racing Competitions using AFA rules.

For this to happen both organisations had to overcome a major hurdle, the North American Flyball Association will not allow another body to use their rules unless they allow any dog to compete, as most people know some dogs do not meet the membership criteria of some state and territory controlling bodies.

To overcome this, the licensing agreement will allow AFA members to participate in control body sanctioned events without having to be members of the state or territory controlling body.  Points accumulated by AFA members at these events will be recognised by the AFA.

Likewise state and territory control body members will be able to enter AFA sanctioned events without having to be members of the AFA.  Points accumulated at these events will be recognised by the relevant state or territory control body.  The commencement date looks like being 1 July 2001 -can’t wait.

I would like to welcome, on behalf of AFA members, Sue Town (also web site administrator) and the ever present Isobel Van Zuyden (who has been quietly helping for many years) to the AFA Committee.  We look forward to working with both of you and are delighted to have you on the Committee.

More good news on the sponsorship front.  Pro Plan Super Premium Pet Food have come on board to sponsor five rounds of the Pro Plan Super Premium Cup.

Tyson Van Zuyden’s Story

I was born to a mother who was a red kelpie and a father who I never knew which makes me what people keep saying a mongrel or cross breed.

I was very lucky that at about eight weeks of age a very nice young girl picked me out of the litter and brought me home to her dad, who had another dog pass away recently, and she thought he might like another one so he wasn't too upset.

So dad started taking me to school (Croydon & District Obedience Dog Club) and there I started to learn lots of fun things like chasing other dogs, especially when that horrible lead was taken away.  But then dad decided to keep a lead on me for a while so I couldn't run over and say hello to all my friends. That took about four months, then all of a sudden I was free again. Now I didn’t have the urge to run all over the park, and dad was saying things like heel, drop, stand etc. (I already knew how to sit).  Dad was very happy with me, that must have meant I was doing the right things. He was walking beside me and looked so happy.

Then a few months went by, after we got our basic obedience certificate we were working oh so good together Dad decided we should try some trial work.  It was like going to university, all these very smart dogs were there, we had to do lots of heal work on lead (yuk), off lead, sit, drop, stand, and run towards my Dad (called a recall), stays and so on.  

We were very good and Dad looked pleased, we eventually got a couple of titles e.g. Companion Dog, Companion Dog Excellent and also managed to get our agility title in the process which was so much fun, I had to go over jumps, through tunnels, through tyres, walk on planks (dog walk), over spread jumps, on tables, over broad jumps and over a scramble (I loved that one). Then one day a man came to club and introduced a sport for dogs called "Flyball", it didn't take me long to learn what that was because it involved my favourite toy which is tennis balls.  

Flyball is an exercise where you have to jump four hurdles (we learned that in agility), push a pedal and retrieve a tennis ball out of a box and run back over the four hurdles with a ball in my mouth, it's a grouse game. I used to make the crowd laugh because I went so fast towards the box, sit there for up to a minute and finally pushed the pedal, catch the ball and return over the jumps and run back to my Dad.

I think that is why I was asked to join the Pal Superdogs team because I was so funny with the Flyball.  We were doing lots of demonstrations all over the place with Croydon Dog Obedience club and Pal Superdogs.  But I loved Flyball the most, me and my Dad did that for about eight or nine years now.  The last three years have been competitions and we got some more titles ie Flyball Dog (FD) and Flyball Dog Excellent (FDX), and we have accumulated 300pts.

Unfortunately time has passed me by and arthritis now setting in my hips and legs I can no longer do what I love to do and that is Flyball. 

I am now over twelve years old and that apparently is 84 in human years, not bad for an old dog.  I now have to retire from Flyball, my body has said it is time, but I wish all my mates the very best in Flyballing.

How to Organise Your Team’s Running Order

The running order of a team is very important.  If you can achieve the best running order for your team you can cut seconds off your time.  But how do you go about setting up your team’s running order?  When does it become important to look at the running order?

You should look at running order when the dogs in your team are passing well and you are ready to compete.  There are many things that influence which order dogs will run in, the most obvious being personalities!  There are dogs which are selective about who they will pass with/before/after.  This will affect your team’s line up.

It is time to observe closely the dogs running in your team, how they react to the other dogs and where they run best.  Therefore it is important to practice at training changing the order the dogs run in.  Some things to look for are:

.  Dog is over excited by the action and/or oncoming

   dogs – try running first

.  Dog goes around first jump when there is an 

   oncoming dog – try running first

.  Dog hard to control at finish line – try running last

.  Some dogs run faster in certain positions 

   (ie. others running first rev up dog and it will run 

   faster further back in lineup

.  Some dogs prefer to pass with specific dogs.

.  Some dogs have a set against a certain dog and

   will need to run where it does not pass this 

   particular dog).

.  Fitness – fit dogs can be good start dogs as they 

   need to run again when false starts occur.

.  Poorly co-ordinated handlers – also make good 

   starters as they can be coached when to start, it’s

   harder to judge when to let dog go for good pass.

.  Inconsistent speed – run dog last as others don’t

   have to worry about when to let there dog go.

.  Very big dogs – run last as they don’t leave

   much room for passes.

.  Dog gets keen by crowd & action – run last as he

   will run quicker in this position.

Of course, all dogs should run in any position and for those that don’t, most of these problems can be fixed by training.  However if a dog is competing, you will need to find a position to compensate for a problem, until it is fixed through training.  Remember, you should all aim to have a dog to run in any position.  If your dog doesn’t, it is up to you to train it so that it can.  It is hard on your team if you will only run your dog in one position.

There are also some strategies in organising your running order.  They are:

.  Run small dogs first – other team feels confident

   in front, then run 3 fastest dogs and get lead back.

.  Slowest dog – as for previous.

.  Fastest dog first – get a good lead and this could  

   push the other team into passing to early on their 

   change overs (run fastest dog, then 3rd, 4th and 

   finally 2nd fastest).

So next time you are at training, have a good look at your team and see if they are running in the best possible order.

Teaching a Dog to be Measured

Should measuring at competitions be so scary?  It shouldn’t, but teaching a dog to be measured is often overlooked.  

Unfortunately, many dogs find it traumatic that when they get to competitions and need to be measured.

It is better to get dogs used to being measured before they go to the competitions, so start now and incorporate “being measured” in your general training program.

To teach a dog to be measured you need to firstly teach the dog to stand, once achieved introduce the stand stay.  Ensure that the dog is “stacked” (standing squarely), if not move dog’s feet to square position and give stay command.  Practice running your hands over the dog whilst it is in the stand stay position.  Once dog will accept this with no problems, get other people to run their hands over the dog to get is used to others handling it (as they would at competitions).

Once the dog is happy doing this get one long stick (piece of dowel) and one short stick.  Put the long stick up beside the dog’s front leg and the short stick across the withers (top of shoulders) to meet it.  To know if it is in the correct spot, if the dog’s head is raised or lowered the height should not change.  Remember lots of praise/reward when they have done well!!  Lots of practice and the dogs will be very happy to be measured.

It is important for this ground work to be done at home so that a) you can measure your own dog to know what height it should be jumping at, b) the issue of measuring at competitions is much quicker and easier (especially for the Judge) and c) less stress is put on the dogs at competitions where they are expected to perform at their best.

Happy measuring!

You will need to know your dog’s CRN number to find their corresponding points. Although the update includes the Queanbeyan comp points, they still require double checking. Can’t find your dog and believe you have renewed your membership? Please notify the AFA in writing only.

5,000 Point and 10,000 Point Pins

Pins for the 5,000 and 10,000 point awards are now available.  If you have achieved this point level and would like to purchase your pin, please forward a cheque for $10 along with the form at the bottom of the Point Table to the AFA.

Have You Renewed Your Membership?

If you cannot find your dog on the list and believe you have renewed your membership, can you please notify the AFA in writing only.

If your membership is outstanding, you will find a renewal notice with this newsletter.  Unfortunately for those who have not renewed, your membership will be cancelled after this newsletter.  If you have any queries regarding your membership, please contact the AFA in writing.

AFA Subscription Fees 

To avoid confusion in terms of paid membership fees, all fees and other money that is payable to the AFA should be paid to the Treasurer of the AFA (Vicki Kennelly) or the Victorian State Representative (Eric Van Zuyden) at competitions, or posted to the AFA directly. 

Vicki and Eric are able to receipt money on behalf of the AFA, and any correspondence sent to the AFA gets receipted at committee meetings.  Other individual committee members will not be able to offer receipts or accept money on behalf of the AFA. This will help towards eliminating the problems of non-financial dogs running in teams, thus jeopardising the awarding of points to all the other team members.

Height Cards

To help with the processing of height cards, a photocopy of the microchip certificate is sufficient to include with the height card application.

Vetting at Competitions

For the purposes of speeding things up at competitions, especially in terms of vetting desexed bitches with or without tattoos, the desexed status can appear as verified on the height card or membership card to be shown at comps, thereby eliminating the need for long queues! Simply enclose a copy of your desexing certificate with your height card application or membership renewal.
