Directions:

For competitors using Eastlink coming from the north, Melbourne, Croydon etc,    
get off turning left onto Cheltenham Rd, then left into Bennet Street.   Go down Bennet Street then turn left just past the council buildings and then right into the car park which is just near the tennis courts.  Those with a car pass ONLY keep going through the carpark and go across the road, driving behind the Dandenong West Football club Pavilion.  Enter the oval through a gate which is between the Football pavilion and the Poultry pavilion at the end.   Those who don’t have a car pass can park in the carpark.



Please note that Eastlink will be closed near Ringwood on Sunday.

For competitors coming from Frankston, if using Eastlink, exit turning left onto Dandenong By-pass, then turn right at first set of lights into Chandler Rd.  At  the next set of lights turn right into Cheltenham Rd.  See above for further instructions.  

Access:
ONLY THOSE WITH CAR PASSES WILL BE ALLOWED ON THE FLYBALL GROUNDS.

Once you have unhitched dog trailers and unloaded all equipment, please park your cars either up near the railway line or where directed on the day.  Try to be careful when setting up to ensure that everyone can access their team space at all times. 

Other Parking: 
For all other team members, those without car passes, there is car parking in the car park as per the directions above (near the tennis courts).  There may be a cost to park there. There is also some free parking available on the streets outside of the grounds.  
Dog Trailers:
There is room for dog trailers within each team’s marquee space allocation.
Water:
There will be hoses to fill up your wading pools.  However, please bring with you water from home for drinking water so that we are only drawing on supplies for the pools.
Space Allocation:
Each club has been allocated space based on the number of teams entered.   Please ensure that all equipment, marquees and guy ropes are at least 2 metres away from the running track. 
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Marquees:
You are able to leave your marquees on the grounds on Saturday night, however we request that you remove your covers as there will be fireworks close by.  There will be someone staying overnight to watch over the equipment.

Duration:
21 teams have entered, across 5 racing divisions.  There will be approximately 102 races over the two days, therefore we will have to ensure that racing starts on time to ensure we get all races in.  We need to finish racing by 4pm on Saturday as the running track will be used from 5pm.  
Lucky Entry Prize:
We are having a lucky entry prize where all dogs on the entry forms will go in



to a draw for various prizes.
