This year we have introduced the option to pay via Direct Deposit as well as the usual cheque payment option. If you pay directly please include reference details that are easy to identify who the payment belongs to ie Team name for comps, Dog name for Singles & both Dog names for Pairs entries.
*** Entry forms need to be both emailed & posted (with entry fee) to Brian Lindsay so ticketing can be arranged ***

If time permits on Sunday there will also be a Zero start competition. Entries will be taken on the day. $2 for 3 attempts…winner takes all. Prize pool will be split equally if there is more than one zero start achieved.

Note: there is no Flyball demo in the Main arena or other demo days this year
ACCESS  ARRANGEMENTS
Morning entry arrangements (to drop off gear): 

· Each vehicle with a Parking pass will be allocated a Delivery pass to drop off gear and dogs in the morning. Usual timing rules apply, i.e. vehicles must be off the Showgrounds by 7:30 am
· Entry is through Gate 9 via Marjorie Jackson Parkway and Kevin Coombs Avenue. Don’t trust your GPS… it won’t know the road closures.  See the map (will be uploaded to web prior to comps).

· Drop off must be quick….there is not enough parking space to allow people to set up before they drive away. Vehicles must be unloaded and moved off the Showground as quickly as possible. You will not be allowed to leave your vehicle parked while you move your gear into the Flyball area – arrange for help.
· There is NO PARKING inside the Showgrounds – tow away applies
· When driving through the Showgrounds:
o
Follow any directions given by Security at the entry gate
o
Stay within any posted speed limits (Typically 10 kph).

o
Safety First – be aware of pedestrians and animals, they do not look.

o
Don’t drive on the grass.

· Exit will be via Gate 6 (to be confirmed)
Parking arrangements: 

· Vehicles with trailers and vehicles too large for P1 (> 2.00m) will be issued passes for P5. YOU MUST IDENTIFY ANY SUCH VEHICLES ON YOUR ENTRY FORM.
· All other vehicles (sedans, station wagons, utes, vans within the height limits (< 2.00m) will go to P1.
· The total number of parking passes per team will be limited (as per previous years).
Morning entry arrangements (coming from carparks):
· Covers anything NOT driven in under a Delivery Pass such as drivers walking in
· Entry for those coming from P1 will be via the Members gate (which is next to where Flyball is located)
· Entry for those coming from P5 will be via Gate (?? TBA)
· As the entry arrangements haven’t been totally locked in with SOPA yet please keep checking the website for updates re this
During the day:

· Dogs may NOT be taken outside the Flyball area outer fence except when being walking in & out of the Showground.

· NO Alcohol is to be brought into the showground or consumed in the Flyball area.

· The Flyball area is a Non Smoking area – refer to AFA Policy.
Evening exit arrangements:

· All dogs must be walked out via the Members Gate. We have been advised that there will be no time restriction on walking dogs out of this gate
· No private vehicles are allowed in the Showground in the evening.
· P5 vehicles: 

· Drivers will walk / get the shuttle bus to P5 and drive their vehicle to the designated pick up point 

· Passengers / team members will walk gear and dogs out of the Members Gate to the pick up point

· There will be limited space at the pick up point, so vehicles must be loaded quickly; there will not be enough time to park and walk back in for your gear.
· P1 vehicles: 
· Drivers and passengers will walk their dogs & gear out of the Members Gate and then to their vehicle in P1.

· Dogs must be walked out by the most direct route to the Members Gate. They cannot be taken into any exhibit.

· The crowd is friendly but very intense in the evening. Watch small or nervous dogs. This includes when you are outside the Showground walking back to P1 or the pickup point. 

· Equipment may be left overnight in our enclosed marquee. There will be 24‐hour area security.

· Cabanas may be left in place overnight but we suggest drop and tie down securely.

· Equipment may be taken out by vehicle the next morning under a Delivery Pass (make sure you have one!) between 6:00 and 7:30 am.

· There is no parking for trailers at the Cathy Freeman Park except for two approved trailers which are needed for gear storage purposes.

*******  Please be aware that there is NO TRUCK taking gear to P5 this year.******

You will have to organize your team / club to get all gear, that would normally go by truck to P5, to the PICKUP POINT for collection if it can’t be carried or wheeled to P1 or P5. You MUST ensure there is someone at the pickup point that will stay with your gear until it is collected.   

There will be maps uploaded to the website prior to the Easter weekend showing where the pickup point is & routes that are to be taken by vehicles & pedestrians
