Rules & Regulations

This race meeting will be conducted under the Rules and Regulations of the 
Australian Flyball Association.

Countback rule will apply at the end of the day in the event of a division tie, as per 
the AFA Rules and Regulations.



Stewarding

All teams are requested to voluntarily steward throughout the meet to avoid 
unnecessary racing delays.

All stewards have the responsibility to raise their flag if they observe a safety issue 
or infringement of the rules during the race,

e.g. a box or line steward may notice a potential hazard or rule infringement in the 
run-back area and signal to bring it to the judge’s attention.



Changeover Time

Judges will signal when the warm-up period begins and endeavour to give a 
warning when 30 seconds remaining.

If a team is ready to race before the end of the 90 seconds, they may indicate this 
to the judge.

If there is a clash, please advise the judge in advance.



Dog Supervision & Safety

As this race meeting is held at a community venue, all competitors are reminded 
to be aware that members of the public, sometimes with their own dogs, may be 
moving around our immediate competition area.

Flyball dogs are not to be left tethered and unattended, must be crated, and are 
not permitted to be off-lead outside of the flyball ring.
